After morning breakfast cab driver will pick you from hotel and drive to Rohtang pass - it will

depend on the availability of the permit & Pay on the spot according Union rate "The Solang

Valley undoubtedly one of the most spectacular and impressive valleys of Himachal Pradesh. km

away from Manali is Solang Valley. Solang Valley is 8-10 km as the crow flies from Beas Kund

which is the source of river Beas and it is at this spot Manarani Ved Vyas wrote the famous epic

Mahabharata. It is said Solang valley was the route taken by Pandavas to Heaven. At the Solang

valley an ice Shivling is formed during winters which is said to be taller than the Shivling formed

at Amarnath. Besides being a picture postcard perfect Solang Valley is the place where the

slopes are ideal for paragliding and skiing. Best adventure routes and treks start from this area.

Rohtang pass will be closed on Tuesday.Rohtang pass will be closed due Snowfall. Atal Tunnel

[also known as Rohtang Tunnel] is a Highway Tunnel built under Rohtang Pass in Eastern Pir

Panjal Range of the Himalayas on Leh-Manali Highway in Himachal Pradesh, India. It is longest

highway tunnel in the world and is named after former Indian Prime Minister Atal Bihari

Vajpayee. This tunnel reduced the distance between Manali and Leh by 46 Kms. Sissu Water

Fall is located on Leh–Manali Highway in Lahaul and Spiti District of Himachal Pradesh. The

main source of Water Fall is the suspended glaciers on the Himalayan Range. This Water Fall is

also known by "Heart Shape Water Fall". Overnight stay in Manali Hotel.

By Air: Indira Gandhi International Airport, New Delhi, is the nearest

airport from Himachal Pradesh, approximately 357km away. If you are coming for a Himachal trip from a

foreign country, this is the only option. Kullu, 23km from Himachal, also has a domestic airport. By Road:

Himachal has an excellent road network connecting all major cities. Himachal is 343km from New Delhi

via Chandigarh, 240km from Dehradun, and 151km from Ambala.
