The

water is crystal clear and the lakes have high mountains all around. Rest for a while and take

lunch at Zingzingbar. It is a temporary settlement with basic food and sleep arrangements.Reach

Baralacha La Pass, which is located at an altitude of 5000 meters above sea level. Take abreak

and explore the surroundings. You can also take some amazing pictures with the stunningviews

of the mountains. After spending some time at the pass, start your journey back towardsManali

via Atal Tunnel. Enroute visit Keylong, Tandi, Sissu and Atal Tunnel. Cab will drop you atbus

stand or your hotel. You may either take overnight bus for your hometown or stay at Manali.

By Air: Indira Gandhi International Airport, New Delhi, is the nearest

airport from Himachal Pradesh, approximately 357km away. If you are coming for a Himachal trip from a

foreign country, this is the only option. Kullu, 23km from Himachal, also has a domestic airport. By Road:

Himachal has an excellent road network connecting all major cities. Himachal is 343km from New Delhi

via Chandigarh, 240km from Dehradun, and 151km from Ambala.
